The aim of the research is improvement of technologies and techniques of
preparation of higher education students to effective communication.

The object of the research is the process of preparation of higher education
students to technologies and techniques of effective communication.

Subject of the research are the content, factors, criteria, organizational and
technological system of higher education students training to technologies and
techniques of effective communication.

Research tasks:

definition of criteria of students preparation to technology and techniques of
effective communication, as well as moral and esthetic peculiarities of verbal and
nonverbal communication tools;

development of local module technologies of students preparation to effective
communication directed to the specific aims;

development of training module of higher education students to the
technologies and techniques of effective communication and improvement of its
organizational, technological, effective and reflexive components;

As a result of
introduction into the practice these regulatory documents, the methodical basics of
students preparation to effective communication have been improved, it was defined
the axiological and acmeological possibilities of extracurricular lessons;

local and module technology developed based on the integration of specifically
targeted and organizational components, practices and technological aspects,
pedagogical and psychological characteristics, methods and forms, the means of
students preparation to effective communication, as well as didactic support are
reflected in the process of development of professional and communicative
preparation of future primary school teachers of scientific and practical project A-1-
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23 "Establishment of the complex for development of multimedia lessons in
mathematics for primary school teachers.”" (Approved by the Order of the Ministry of
Higher and Secondary Specialised Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On the
implementation of projects within the context of practical research projects in 2015-
2017 and innovative programs in 2015-2016 in the system of the Ministry" dd.March
6, 2015 No0.84). As a result, future elementary school teachers improved the skills of
culture of technological approach to the process of communication, design in
accordance with the objectives of communication process achieved by improving the
efficiency of technologies of relationship development, interaction and management;
proposals and recommendations based on the improvement of the moderator
and supervision practice to prepare students to effective communication were used in
the art speech lessons organized in the framework of the Forum held in accordance
with the Resolution of the Chairman of the Central Council of Public Youth
Movement "Kamalot" "On the organization of the national forum of leaders of
primary organizations movement in higher educational institutions™ dd. August 17,
2016 No. 12-02 / 218. (Statement of the Central Council of "Kamolot™ dd.January 3,
2017 No. 12-13. Based on these proposals and recommendations, it was possible to
put into practice the effective forms of cooperation "Kamolot™ and higher education
institutions to improve the social and communicative activity, speech skills of
students as well as the development of their moderator and supervision abilities.

Testing the research results. Results of the research were presented in the
form of lectures and were tested in 16 national and international congresses,
conferences, including Advanced Studies in Science: Theory and Practice (London,
UK, 2016), “New pedagogical technologies” (Moscow, 2013), “Science is yesterday,
today and tomorrow” (Novosibirsk, 2013), The First International Conference on
Eurasian scientific development (Vienna, 2014), “Teachers’ competence; content,
aim, development perspectives” (Moscow, 2015), “Cooperation pedagogics in the
system of continuous education” (Tashkent, 2014), “Modern linguistics and actual
issues of foreign languages teaching” (Tashkent, 2008), “Issues of foreign linguistics
and literary studies” (Jizzakh, 2010), “Literary interpretation in the context of
linguistics, literary studies and intercultural relations” (Jizzakh, 2011), “Modern
tendencies and perspectives of development of children’s sport in the system of
education of harmoniously developed generation” (Tashkent, 2011), “Social,
psychological and pedagogical basics of growing of healthy generation in
Uzbekistan” (Tashkent, 2014), “Introduction of modern pedagogical and information
and communication technologies into the education and care process; problems and
solutions” (Tashkent, 2015), “Innovative methods of foreign language learning”
(Tashkent, 2014), “Training of pedagogical staff is an integral part of the Uzbek
model” (Tashkent, 2016).

In addition the results of the research have been tested at workshops of higher
education institutions and in the Institute of education development strategy under the
Russian Academy of education” based on the obtained opinions/comments on
monograph “Preparation of students to the technologies and techniques of effective
communication” from the Doctor of Pedagogical Sciences, Professor, Leading
Research Officer - Miss. Novikova G.P.
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Publication of research results. Main ideas and results of the dissertation
work were published in 50 instructional and research works: including, in 3
monographs, 2 teaching guides, 15 articles of academic periodicals of the State
Commission of Academic Degrees and Titles of the Republic of Uzbekistan, in 6
research articles of foreign magazines, 8 collections of research and methodical
articles and 16 in the materials of conferences.

Structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of
introduction, four chapters, conclusions and the list of used literature, appendices,
256 text pages, 12 pictures, 20 tables.

MAIN PART OF THE WORK

In the introduction the topicality and relevance of the conducted research
were justified; an overview of international researches on the theme of the
dissertation was presented; the aims, tasks as well as the object and subject of the
research were formulated; relevance of the research to the priority areas of science
and technology development was shown; the scientific novelty of the research was
described; the reliability of the obtained results, their theoretical and practical
significance were disclosed, a summary of the implementation and announcement
of the research results and the structure of the dissertation were given.

The theoretical and methodological background of students training to
effective communication, the concept of communication as a social and public
phenomenon, its essence, means, efficiency criteria are being considered in the
first chapter “Theoretical and methodological bases of students preparation to
technology and techniques of effective communication”.

Analysis of research works made in recent years in the world shows that the
problem of effective communication, interpersonal and communicative
competence is one of the most current problems of the interdisciplinary status. It is
being actively discussed in the field of philosophy, sociology, cultural studies,
linguistics, psychology and pedagogy. The research works of scientists from
different fields of science reveal the essence and content of effective
communication, communicative competence.

As this analysis shows, in the 1950s, the term "communicative competence”
appears in the Western psychology, and in the 80s, in Russia it was carried out the
considerable amount of applied researches in the field of communication and
interpersonal relations®, which reveal the essence of communicative competence as
the “system of internal resources required to build effective communicative
action” (Zhukov Yu.), “such as the level of training of interaction with others,
which requires for an individual to operate successfully within their own abilities
and social status in the society "(Emelyanov Yu.).

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By now, in psychology a lot of concepts, models, approaches identifying the
psychological factors that determine the effectiveness or ineffectiveness of
communication and interaction were developed. In the summarized form they are
as follows: 1) theoretical approaches; 2) empirical models linking the effective
communication with the concept of communicative competence; 3) researches
where the problem of communication effectiveness is determined by the
hierarchical models of interaction; 4) practical social psychology, in which the
methods and techniques of effective communication and psychological
technologies of communicative competence development are developed.

As a result of the research it was established that as a criteria of
communication effectiveness in these concepts are: in behaviorism - the subjective
positive assessment of held interaction, in personal approaches - the ability to
save the mental health (psychoanalysis) or the possibility of development,
personal growth (humanistic psychology), in theories of relevance - the level of
cognitive dissonance or congruence, in R.Harre’s concepts —achievement of
respect, the level of achieved respect. And as the internal personal resources
allowing to be effective in communication are: personal determinants, i.e. the lack
of personal strain; cognitive characteristics of individual (self-centeredness,
decentration, cognitive style), the ability to proper interpretation of the interaction
situation, knowledge of samples (scenarios) of social behavior, correct choice of
the social mask (R.Harre); role and case normativity, that is, the ability to play a
social role, knowledge of engagement rules and compliance of the social behavior
of the individual with partner's expectations; communicative skills™.

In modern psychological and pedagogical researches, it is emphasized that
the communicative competence belonging to the group of key ones, “is an
important and integral part of the professional, social and interpersonal
competence; it acts as a leading factor of effective communication and largely
determines the success and competitiveness of the individual”?.

The scientific and pedagogical content of key terms as “effective commu-
nication”, “communicative competence” were proven in the process of research;
their constituent parts were defined as well. According to the analysis results, it is
possible to give the definition as follows: “effective communication - is the result
of interaction of subjects aimed at achieving the mutual understanding between
them, at personal development and growth of partners involved in communication,
adequate use of methods and techniques of effective communication of relevant
certain situation”. The leading factors of effective communication are
communicative competence, technological approach to communication,
knowledge of its theoretical foundations - the content, types, forms, tools, styles,
models, technology and techniques, pedagogical possibilities of organizational and
technological naturero.

The study of scientific and theoretical literature and state of practice of
students training to technology and techniques of effective communication

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requires paying attention to the following questions in order to find the solution to
this problem:

development of the issue on the relevancy of the problem of preparing
students to effective communication, communicative activity;

improving the educational opportunities of students preparing to technology
and techniques of effective communication on the example of extracurricular work
on the “Art of communication”;

creation and implementation of the author's “Art of communication”
program and the identification of its potential in settlement of the problem of
students preparation to the technologies and techniques of effective
communication;

interpretation of the role and importance of communication culture in the
spiritual and aesthetic development of personality as the factor of the interesting
and full life, acquisition of social status, achievement of success in professional
activity;

development and introduction into the practice the technologies of students
preparation to effective communication;

development of recommendations on preparation of pedagogical high
schools' students to technology and techniques of effective communication,
communicative activity.

In the second chapter “The content and pedagogical conditions of
students preparation to technologies and techniques of effective
communication through the extracurricular classes on the art of
communication” presents the author's program “Art of communication’, and
opportunities of extracurricular activities in settlement of problems were revealed
and defined.

The main objectives of the program: 1. Update by students the role and
importance of trainings in their own lives, personal development, social and public
status, professional success. 2. Acquisition by students of a certain system of
knowledge about the nature of communication, its foundations, means,
technology, technique (verbal and non-verbal communication), the culture of
communication as a whole, its communicative qualities. 3. Mastering by students
the verbal and non-verbal means of communication and their technology at
aesthetic, moral and ethical levels, including the educational activities. 4. The
formation and development of students' skills and abilities to communicate in real-
life and professional situations. 5. Development of students’ personal and social
responsibility for the state of social and communicative sphere in our society.

This chapter, based on the author’s approach, the interpretation of
pedagogical content was provided, namely, the content of such concepts as
effective communication, technology and techniques of effective communication,
their structural components were defined as well. Effective communication is
interpreted as the active exchange of information, activity, knowledge, skills and
abilities between participants of communication in the positive emotional
situation, as the result of the process of achievement of targeted aims through the
interaction and self-development.
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Technology to communicate effectively - is an effective teaching process
allowing expedient to organize the communication, structural and logical approach
to communication, successful and productive use of combined forms, methods,
techniques and means of communication, finally, it is the well thought-out in
every detail the model of communication.

Technique of effective communication - is an expression of communicating
verbal (word, phrase, language and speech technology; sound, diction, tempo) and
nonverbal elements ("body language" - facial expressions, eyes, smile, gestures,
movements, posture, etc.). , the ability to read them together and separately. Along
with this, it is the management of their emotional state, perception and observation
of the companion, the ability to express themselves emotionally and imaginatively,
the ability to apply intelligence and creativity in communication.

In the third chapter “Pedagogical opportunities, theoretical and pedago-
gical, practical bases of students preparation to technology and techniques of
effective communication” (case study of extracurricular classes) considers the
theoretical and pedagogical, theoretical and practical aspects of problem
settlement.

The most important theoretical and pedagogical bases of the research are:
methodological and pedagogical - background, concept, ideological conception,
focus, goals; content, including the one related to the required conceptual
apparatus; dialectic of the research process, the approaches thereto; principles
factors, ways, conditions; criteria; system, overall technological and concrete
objective training of students to technology and techniques of effective
communication; system of forms, methods and techniques used in this process.

Basic principles: development of personality, its creative capacity; priority
of national and universal moral and ethical values; humanist, spiritual and
aesthetic orientation of trainings content (examples, facts), their secular,
democratic and social and active character; Integration of theoretical material and
practical communicative activity; unity of general, humanitarian, and vocational
training; organization and intensification of self-improvement of students in the
field of communication; didactic principles and the principle of student-centered,
individual and differentiated approach to students; observation of the emotional,
rational,  reproductive and  productive  approaches, interdisciplinary
communication.

The followings serve as specific guidelines in the research: preparing
students to effective communication, its technology and techniques as the means
of personal and professional and personal development; the dynamic nature of the
process of preparation of students to technologies and techniques of effective
communication; the principle of integrity; the principle of reflexivity and
development of emotional intelligence.

The criteria of preparation of students to technology and technique of
effective communication consist of the following indicators: motivational,
cognitive, activity (readiness), technological and reflexive (Table 1).

The major objective of the research was to develop the model of training

students of higher educational

institutions to technologies and techniques of

effective communication (Picture 1), which is based on axiologocal and
acmeological, competence, active, technological, subject-subject and subject-
object, person-oriented and systematic approaches . Competence-based approach
aims to appeal to the range of issues and teacher’s authority under extracurricular
activities that allow students to carry out their communication addressed to the
duties and tasks. Competence is considered by us as the level of preparedness of
the individual students, future teachers, to a specific communication activities, to
use at the same time knowledge of the communication basics, teaching in
particular (with priority humane-valuable relation to individual student (pupil).
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Future teachers’ communicative competence is recognized as the willingness of
the subject-subject relations based on the person-oriented educational technologies
with students.

The activity approach plays an important role in development of
communicative competence. As a result of such approach, the students get closer
to the role and value of extracurricular activities on the art of communication in
personal life and formation, achieving the social status and professional success,
and they learn a certain system of knowledge about the theoretical foundations,
technologies, techniques of communication, in general, the culture of
communication and its communication skills; Students learn at the aesthetic, moral
and aesthetic level the verbal and non-verbal means, technology in the process of
implementation of various communicative tasks, creative activities.

Technological approach ensures the formation and development of
communicative skills associated with the development and implementation of
technology of interaction, control and exposure. This ability to follow the
prescribed models, to observe the technological discipline, knowledge of various
forms of communication, its technology and techniques, verbal and nonverbal
means of effective communication, ability to organize modern psychological
training, ability to self-assessment and self-improvement in the field of
communication,

Subject-subject approach allows you to organize the process of students
preparation to technology and techniques of effective communication as a truly
human, equitable, creative interaction of teachers and students aimed at their
personal and professional development, at mutual enrichment and understanding.

Person-oriented approach creates the conditions for full development of the
student's personality, because: 1. It initially determines the student as an active
subject of pedagogical interaction stimulating his creative initiative; 2. It promotes
the development of personal and social qualities, cognitive interests of students; 3.
Relies on subjective experience of students, actualizing the previously acquired
knowledge and skills on the theory and practice of human and pedagogical
communication, its technology and techniques; 4. It takes into account the
individual and psychological- characteristics of each student as much as possible;
5. It allows the student to determine the path of their individual development.

Unity of targeted, informative, organizational and technological, effective
and reflective components, their interactions and interaction provides the systemic
nature of students preparation model to technology and techniques of effective
communication, its responsiveness and integrity.

Result and reflective component model consists of diagnostic complex in the
form of criteria and level of students readiness to effective communication.

Thus, the presented model of students preparation to technology and
techniques of effective communication aimed at formation of methodological and
logical approaches, principles, pedagogical conditions, methods, forms, factors
and resources in the field of training of future teachers to effective
communication; development and implementation of technology of students

preparation to effective communication, including the stages, content, principles,
methods, forms and means of students preparation to effective communication
based on the program of communication art.

The essence of the developed technology for students preparation to
effective communication is disclosed by the following scheme: motivation —
knowledge- reflection - skills and abilities -workshop — social and communicative
experience — self-assessment and self-improvement. Organizational and
technological component of the developed technology includes the principles,
techniques, forms, conditions, factors and means of students preparation to
technology and technique of effective communication.

Based on the competence-based and technological approaches used in the
experimental work, it was determined the effectiveness of forms of development
of communicative competence in future teachers: lectures, discussions, dialogue,
seminar, workshop, social and psychological training, seminars, consulting,
coaching, conference, individual work , pair work, and work in small groups; as
well as the innovative methods and forms: lecture-dialogue; lecture -
communicative games; quiz; informative and entertaining information; lecture-
movies “Culture of communication” with discussion; Lecture of pedagogical
communication; Lecture-press-conference on the problems of communication;
Lecture-consultation on effective communication; Lecture — ‘Lessons of art of
communication”, individual creativity; Lecture — “publication” of intellectual and
creative works; Lecture of mutual learning communication; Lecture -
demonstration of communication technologies; tests and reporting lecture; lecture-
workshop, conference.

In the fourth chapter “Theoretical and practical results of students
training to technology and techniques of effective communication (at
extracurricular classes on the “art of communication”), the technological
communication issues are considered: the nature of communication technology, its
orientation, functions, principles, characteristics, types of communication
technology, its targeting, overall technological scheme and model of
communication, its stages, main components (design of communication act), the
overall structure, stages, factors, conditions and basic requirements to
communication technology, preparing students to the process, examples of the
concrete subject technological constructs (verbal communication - monologue,
dialogue, business contact (communicative and business games) and other types of
communication); requirements, recommendations and tips on communication
technology are considered and revised.

In the fourth chapter, according to the pilot program, it is shown the gradual
process of training of students to technology and techniques of effective
communication according to the teaching system based on the author's program of
extracurricular activities on the "art of communication”.

Experimental research was conducted in Jizzakh, Navoi and Kokand State
Pedagogical Institute and Tashkent State Pedagogical University from 2005 to
2015 and it consisted of a recital, forming and final experimental work. To the
diverse experimental work carried out by the pedagogical opportunities of students
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training to the technologies and techniques of effective communication, it was
attracted totally 300 teachers and 600 students. In experimental researches 600
students took part (300 in the control ones and 300 - in experimental ones). The
total sample size of the research was 600 people at a grand total population of 900
people.

Below are the final results of students training to technology and techniques
of effective communication after participation in workshops and social and
communicative activities (see Table 2), the results of gradual preparation of
students to technology and techniques of effective communication on
extracurricular classes on "the art of communication" (see Table 3), statistical
processing of results of the experimental work (see Table 5) and the chart of
readiness level of students to technology and techniques of effective
communication (see Picture 2).

To confirm the results of the research it has been applied the statistical
analysis of results of experimental work. The level of academic performance of
students in the experimental and control groups was assessed in three areas (high,
medium, low) at all stages of the pilot studies according to specific criteria:
motivational, cognitive, creative, active, technological and reflexive-evaluation
(Table 5.6). As can be seen from the table, the overall performance of the
experimental group above the critical criterion that allows us to draw a conclusion
about the effectiveness of the research proves the accuracy of the experimental
results of training.

Statistical data processing (Table 5) indicates the reliability of the results
obtained in the experimental groups, based on which it can be concluded the
effectiveness of the pilot program, conducted research as a whole.

To confirm the results of the research it has been applied the static analysis
of the results of experimental work. The level of academic performance of
students in the experimental and control groups was assessed based on three
indicators (high, medium, low) at all stages of the pilot researches according to
specific criteria: motivational, cognitive, creative, active, technological and
reflexive and evaluation (Tables 4,5). As can be seen from the table, the overall
performance of the experimental group is above the critical criterion that allows us
drawing the conclusion about the effectiveness of the research, it proves the
accuracy of experimental training results. Statistical processing of data (Table 5)
shows the authenticity of results obtained in the experimental groups, based on
which the effectiveness of the pilot program and research made in general can be
confirmed as well.

CONCLUSION

Based on the researches given in the doctoral dissertation on the theme
“Pedagogical opportunities of students preparation to effective communication
technology and techniques” (case study of extracurricular studies), the following
conclusions are given:

1. Studies in recent years, scientific research in our country show the existence
of the need for higher education institutions improve the training of future specialists
for effective communication and pedagogical mechanisms of their globalization of
thinking. Revealed the usefulness of extracurricular training opportunities in the
implementation of these issues in the higher education institutions as the development
of modular technology, focused on a specific goal, improving the moderator and
Supervising practice, identifying human and national moral and aesthetic aspects of
verbal and non-verbal means of communication, the development of communicative
and emotional culture of the future specialists.

2. As for the dissertation topic, the nature communicative culture,
communication, its structure, types, styles, means, factors of efficiency,
communication and activity, its criteria were considered in the work. It was
developed the content of pedagogical high schools' students training to technology
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and techniques of effective communication on the example of extracurricular classes
on author's program "Art of Communication™,

3. ldentified and substantiated based on the examples of classes the
opportunities of extracurricular work in students preparing to technology and
technique of effective communication within the author's educational system. The
theoretical and pedagogical, practical bases of the problem have been developed. It
was shown the experimental training of pedagogical high schools' students to
technology and technique of effective communication at extracurricular classes on
mastering the art of communication, in particular, its technology and technique.

4. As the result of successful experiment, it was tested the developed and
scientifically proven theoretical and pedagogical, practical aspects of the problem, it was
obtained the positive results, based on which the relevant theoretical and pedagogical,
practical positions, conditions, conclusions were established, adjusted and classified into
the certain system, and the recommendations were developed as well.

5. The successful solution of the problem is due to several factors: definition and
justification of the research idea, the author's concept, system and pedagogical, practical
approach to its implementation. The aims and objectives of the study were positively
resolved as a result of provision of conceptual approaches, teaching theoretical and
practical basis and the actual process of communication on social and communicative
level.

6. The practical significance of the study is determined by drawing the models of
organization of innovative activity of teachers in preparing students for effective
communication, interpretation from a pedagogical point of view of the nature and
content of the basic concepts for the study, the implementation of extracurricular
activities program on the art of communication, aimed at preparing students for effective
communication practice in universities.

7. The theoretical significance of the research: in the actualization of the meaning
of the training of students; Disclosure of pedagogical possibilities of solving the
problem; optimal conditions in the system; theoretical teaching and practical basis.

8. Main conditions, conclusions and recommendations were tested, implemented
and applied in teaching practice of high schools. Availability of confirmation of their
pedagogical efficiency and sufficient high effectiveness in preparing students to
technology and technique of effective communication, in improving the communicative
professional and pedagogical knowledge and capabilities.

9. Special attention in the preparation of students for the technology and
equipment to communicate effectively paid to strengthening cooperation “teacher -
student”, "teacher - student", "student - student." Important importance in the
integration of higher education institutions to pedagogical-psychological subjects
with extracurricular classes.

10. Preparation of students of higher educational institutions to effective
communication is seen as a personal, social and public and professional-pedagogical
problem of national importance, as is aimed at education of socially active young
generation in social and communicative sphere, with independent thinking, able to
express freely and accurately their thoughts .
